Don’t feel you need to print them out just choose a few tasks, write or photograph them so you can remember them as you go on your walk and complete them listening and being attentive to the world around you and thinking about others.  
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Have a go at playing this fun game. Fill a bag with 5/6 different items. Take it in turns to put your hand in the bag, choose an item and your partner asks questions t guess what your partner is holding in their hand inside the bag: Is it squashy? Does it have corners? Is it a toy? Is it round? Is it square? Can you eat it? etc..

	Stop, stop, stop polluting my sea!

Session 1: I can find the rhyming words in a poem. 

Start this I by reading the the poem together and remembering what you were talking about last week. What is the message? Why is Freddy sad? Etc Today we’re going to listen and find the rhyming words. What are rhyming words?  Read it through and listen if you can hear them. Notice that they’re on every other line of the poem.

Session 2: I can think of my own rhyming words. On a piece of paper make a grid like below. Can you work together to write down 3/4 words that rhyme with the ones in the grid?

Session 3: I can begin to change a poem. 

Today you’re going to have a go at changing the poem with your own words. Instead of fish on the first line, what other creatures could you use that live in the sea?

On line number 4, instead of plastic, what could you change this to? What else pollutes our sea? 


	Monday

Watch Numberblocks – 12 https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UQZuEuRLZq4
Go around your house or garden and make 12 piles of 12 things e.g. sticks, spoons, a tower of 12 bricks etc. Can you photograph and email Mrs Fernie & Mrs Counsell some of your groups of 12?

Tuesday

Go around your house and garden and see if you can see the number 12 on anything, if you can’t how can you make the number 12? 12 times Using string? Straws? Bricks? What unusual things can you think of to make the number 12? 

Wednesday

Have 2 signs on the table 12 and not 12. Give the children a number of items e.g. pencils, a piece of paper with dots on, some Lego bricks, mini Easter eggs (if you have any left!) etc and ask them to place them in the correct piles. Then have a practice at writing 11 and 12. Attached are some rhymes. 

Thursday

Children throw up 12 counters/balls/bricks etc in to a tray and see where they land, how many obvious piles are there? Can they make that into a partitioning model e.g. 3 and 3 and 5 and 1 make 12 or even simpler 7 and 5 make 12 too. Complete discussing ways of making 12 

Friday

Give your child 12 counters (Lego bricks, past shapes, buttons, sweets) and ask them questions such as: What do you add to 3 to make 12? Using previous knowledge about adding and subtracting skills can they come up with some ways to add and subtract totalling 12?
	Can you set up a mini recycling centre? 
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Can you sort your materials in your home? Can you reuse your materials to make a fish, octopus, shark? Can you reuse them to make something to keep your pencils or pens in?
