Summer Term Enquiry – Where and What in the World is Cornwall? -  Summer 2 - Week 7 - Monday 1st June 2020

	This week’s question/s: Where and what in the World is Cornwall? 

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

	Talk about the idea of personal space. We all need it and in light of the coronavirus we need it even more. Get the children to make lots of circles on the floor with hoops, rope, by drawing circles on the floor with chalk etc. Some of them can be quite close to others.  Ask the children to walk around and see if they can without popping someone else’s bubble. Discuss how hard they found it and how we must remember when we are with others to not pop each others bubbles.

	Moving and Handling:  
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Have a go at using some of this language. 

 Then go for a walk on a route that you know. See if you can do some Oerienteering by setting your child challenges along the walk. E.g. walk to a gate and stand beside it.  You could create a map of your route and see if the children can follow it and guide your way placing significant places on the map. (I would love to see some photos of these. )Talk about the idea of personal space. We all need it and in light of the coronavirus we need it even more. Get the children to make lots of circles on the floor with hoops, rope, by drawing circles on the floor with chalk etc. Some of them can be quite close to others.  Ask the children to walk around and see if they can without popping someone else’s bubble. Discuss how hard they found it and how we must remember when we are with others to not pop each others bubbles.

Can you write them outside on the ground using a paintbrush and water? Can you make them using stones/shells? Can you write them in chalk? Can you write them backwards? Can you write them in bubble writing? Can you play a game of tricky words Bingo? Can you write them in soap on the table? 
	Learning Challenge: I know all about the number 13

Monday

Watch Numberblocks – Thirteen https://www.bbc.co.uk/iplayer/episode/m00029t7/numberblocks-series-3-thirteen
Go around your house or garden and make 13 piles of 13 things e.g. sticks, spoons, a tower of 13 bricks etc. Can you have a go at doing 13 things e.g 13 star jumps? Run between 2 markers 13 times?

Tuesday

Go around your house and garden and see if you can see the number 13 on anything, if you can’t how can you make the number 13? 13 times Using string? Straws? Bricks? What unusual things can you think of to make the number 13? 

Wednesday

Have 2 signs on the table 13 and not 13. Give the children a number of items e.g. pencils, a piece of paper with dots on, some Lego bricks, mini Easter eggs (if you have any left!) etc and ask them to place them in the correct piles. Look at the I spy 13 sheet attached, can you copy any onto a piece of paper and place them in the correct piles?

Thursday

Children throw up 13 counters/balls/bricks etc in to a tray and see where they land, How many obvious piles are there? Can they make that into a partitioning model e.g. 3 and 2 and 5 and 3 make 13 or even simpler 8 and 5 make 13 too. Complete discussing ways of making 13.

Friday

Give your child ten counters (Lego bricks, past shapes, buttons, sweets) and ask them questions such as: What do you add to 3 to make 13? Using your adding and subtracting skills can you come up with some ways to add and subtract totalling 13? I would love to see some of your number sentences. 
	See if you can locate Cornwall on a map of the UK or The World. What do you notice? Are we a big County? Talk with a grown up about this. 
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	Can you make a Cornish flag?

Have a look on a map at where Cornwall is compared to the rest of the country. Can you draw an outline of Cornwall and mark off some of the places you have been? You could draw them, make 3D models of them, stick photos of them or any other creative ways you can think of. 

On this map the images have been drawn but we are sure you can think of many more creative ways to add creativity to your map.

Phonics
We have come to the end of Phase 3 Letters and sounds so thought this would be a good time to have a recap and ensure all children are secure with the sounds we have learnt before starting something new. Any revision games you can think of do have a go at and here are some of our suggestions of quick daily activities.

Remember the phonics play website…We might suggest activities on there. It is free to sign up using the Username: march20 and Password: home
We follow a simple structure every day using ‘Letters and Sounds’ which usually last 20-25 minutes. We understand this may be difficult with siblings and other things going on at home. 
Revisit – (2/3 minutes) - In this section we practise sounds we know already very quickly, concentrating on pronouncing and using the actions. We often pay more attention to the digraphs (two sounds making one sound, your children are very good at these ( This can be done using an online games (detailed below) or your cards in book bags.

Teach- (5/10 minutes) - This is where we have new learning. We will introduce a sound using an action and thinking about where it is positioned in a word.  The children enjoy saying the new sound in different ways; shouting it at the neighbours, whispering it to the cat, walking around the room saying it, using cuddly toys/puupets to whisper it wrongly, or adults getting it wrong. 

Practise – (5/10 minutes) - In this section we will read and write words containing the new sound, look at the letter shapes that are in the word and sound buttoning them for reading. We often sky-write a new sound, use our whole body to write, focussing on the shapes we need to make, on our friend’s backs, chalk outside, painting with water on the ground/wall, using our bodies. On an application day (Tue and Thur) it’s great to use some of these ideas, the writing doesn’t have to be done only on paper.

Practice – Make some flowers or spiders! Write the sound in the middle of the flower or spider and children read 4 petals or legs that you have come up with and get them to write 4 of their own. 
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Apply – 

Children use some of their favourite words from the above activity and write a sentence with one of each sound in it. 
	Recap sounds – ch, sh, th.
Revisit – 

Either show the children all the sounds from their book bag and as you show them they have to say the sound

or
