	Using my senses:

Cover a cardboard box on each of its six sides with different textured materials, such as velvet, shiny paper, corrugated cardboard, sandpaper, wool, faux fur or lace. Encourage children to touch the different sides and watch how they respond. Is there a favourite material that they choose to touch more frequently?

Cut a round hole into one side of the box so children can put one hand inside. Place different items in the box for children to touch and discover. Try a tennis ball, pine cone, orange, smooth stone, shaky egg, shiny medal, and so on. Use digital cameras to record their reactions to the treasures inside.


	Can you paint a picture using vegetables or do some repeated patterns? What colours can you use and make? What patterns do the vegetable have on them? Are they all the same or different? Which is your favourite and why? Can you paint a face with different emotions? Happy, sad, worried what fruit of vegetables would be good to represent each of the mouth expressions?

We have decided to do our weekly planning slightly differently for the rest of term as we have found some fantastic resources. 

For the rest of term we will have a number a week until we reach 20 very similar to what you have been doing with numbers 10-15 so that you can have a go at understanding each number completely. This might be done outside on walks when looking for the number or finding objects.

We then also want you to have a look at this link and you will see the different weekly plans. Look for the relevant weeks planning. I have chosen specific weeks to suit what we are looking at and also the areas we have not yet covered.

When Teaching 17 remind children its 10 and 7 just like 13 is 10 and 3 etc. Take a look at the place value layout attached to the planning. When children make piles of 17 get them to place them in 10s and ones columns. Go around your house or garden and make 17 piles of 17 things e.g. sticks, spoons, a tower of 17 bricks etc. Can you have a go at doing 17 things e.g 17 star jumps? Run between 2 markers 17 times? 

Lesson 1 – I can continue a repeating pattern.

Children throw up 17 counters/balls/bricks etc in to a tray and see where they landh How many obvious piles are there? Can they make that into a partitioning model e.g. 3 and 4 and 6 and 4 make 17 or even simpler 9 and 8 make 17 too. Complete discussing ways of making 17.

Lesson 4 – I can discuss the properties of 2d and 3d shapes. I can make a symmetrical pattern.
